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Projects Meeting �± 25th July 2022. 

This was a working group meeting, not an official council meeting 

A meeting was held at the Roy Underdown Pavilion (RUP) to discuss the 
future and long-term projects. 

An update of the current & completed projects was given by the Projects 
& Assets Manager. There was general discussion with a few questions 
raised by the councillors. 

A quick fix was agreed with reference to the cycle Maintenance workshop 

RUP/College Playing Fields 

With the external works on RUP now completed the future of RUP was 
discussed.  

�x It was reminded that there was a 99-year lease on the building of 
which 27 years has elapsed leaving 72 years. The lease can be 
determined by the landlord (who is Persimmon homes) However, 
should they decide to reduce this they have to provide a building 
similar to RUP and associated playing fields. 

�x The replacement of the boilers was discussed, the 2 boilers are now 
coming to end of their useful life. 2 quotes have been received 
replacing with similar boilers but modern and more economical 

�x Alternatives were discussed such as electric showers and a 
separate heating system for the pavilion. 

�x It would mean there would need to be upgrade the electrical supply 
to the Pavilion. The Estate Team Leader has investigated this with 
SSE and the cost is between £20k & £25k 

�x There were suggestions to install Infra-Red heating which are a very 
economical alternative along with the electric showers. 

�x Heat pumps were discussed, currently there are no special 
government schemes to support this option as it is classed as a 
commercial building. It does appear that the government is look at 
commercial schemes due before the end of the year. It was agreed 
to take a look into the schemes as when they are available.

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�x Solar panels were discussed but it is not thought that the roof space 
available is not enough to warrant these along with the possibility of 
ASB causing damage to them. 

�x It was also discussed putting an Adult Playground at RUP with 
Exercise equipment, concrete Table Tennis and Chess installed, 
along with a cycle repair station and water fountain. 

Mount Pleasant (MP). 

The future redevelopment of MP was discussed n length as it is now at 
the point where the pavilion could be condemned. In the next couple of 
years. Initial steps were made by the Clerk until the Cemex situation arose 
and has slowed the progression down. 

Eastleigh Borough Council (EBC) are very keen for it to progress and 
there is a grant for up to £113k (exact amount to be confirmed). It was 
suggested that these funds should be used to get a consultant in to get 
the process underway. 

The Clerk raised the possibility of the squash courts/sports should be 
considered in the redevelopment over all as space could be tight at MP, 
with areas being owned by the catholic church and the requirements of 
Sport England�¶ 

Suggestions of options were considered: 

�x To pull down the MP pavilion and replace with either converted 
shipping containers or portacabins for a few years to cover the 
design and consultation period. It was thought that it would confirm 
to the residents that the much-discussed project is now finally 
underway. 

Other Recreational Areas 

�x The possibility of moving the Memorial Hall into the new building at 
MP as it will need considerable work on it in the near future. This 
would vacate a very valuable piece of land for residential 
development and could assist with the costs.

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�x Options for the Squash courts/sports complex could be redeveloped 
and used to replace the current offices and a suitable committee 
room/s purposed designed. Also ideal for letting out as additional 
function rooms. This may need to be discussed with Police with 
reference to the Police college sports fields. 

�x The playground needs to be replaced soonest as the area is now 
becoming high maintenance and equipment is getting past its sell 
by date. This can only be completed when the footprint of any future 
development at the site is agreed. This would also affect the skate 
park. 

Foreshore 

The redevelopment of the Foreshore to date has proved very successful 
with a lot of Positive feedback.  

It was agreed that we would finish off the Foreshore area with the last 10 
bench replacement (7already ordered) and re alignment (not 
replacement) of 6 benches. It was agreed for the Projects & Assets 
Manager to cost up the final stage ready for AMC on 5th September. If 
agreed this could be completed by early (January) in 2023. 

�x The council are aware that the 3 additional bench seats will be more 
expensive and that the cost of installation will be quite high owing to 
the area to be replaced, on the beach. 

�x The council is wanting to replace the picnic benches but are waiting 
to the see the public art that EBC are looking at donating to the 
Foreshore before they take that step. More information will be 
available in September. 

�x Paving at the far end of the foreshore will be re-laid in September 
with an additional raised planting area, along with 4 bollards, this will 
deter people from driving on the foreshore and damaging the 
surface.  

�x Since this meeting the waste bins and life rings have been replaced 
on the foreshore. Good compliments received on this as well.

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Allotments. 

It was discussed finding an alternative space for the allotments. This could 
then help with infrastructure improvements such as extending the parking 
area for the station and any park and ride scheme. Theis would need to 
be discussed with the Police and look at trading off land for suitable usage. 

Comms Suggestions  

These were submitted by the Comms (Smart Life) and are listed in the 
project planner under Comms. 

�x The council were keen to set up the assist �Z�L�W�K�´���&�R�V�W of Living 
�&�U�L�V�L�V�´���D�V���D���K�H�O�S���W�K�H���F�R�P�P�X�Q�L�W�\. It was suggested this could be 
held at the Mercury Hub. 

Funding. 

It was agreed to look at all possible funding to complete these projects 
with EBC and HCC were applicable 

In Conclusion. 

Three ways were identified re the development of MP. 

�x We do the consultation planning (with a consultant employed) and 
development. 

�x We employ a company to handle from the start to finish 
�x We hand over to EBC to complete the project from Start to finish. 

All involved were asked to consider the best way forward for MP/Squash 
Court/Sport complex and come to a final decision so that work can start 
on the project. In addition to ensure we do not lose the £100k grant from 
EBC.

Overview. 

The pavers at the far end of the foreshore are coming adrift resulting in 
one person having tripped over. Temporary repairs have been carried out 
by the estates team. These need to be corrected along with quite a few 
others that have been repaired by the estates team. Others are coming 
loose and the lawn edgers are sinking causing trip hazards. 

The reason for this is that vans and forklifts have been using the area for 
access and parking. 

To stop this happing there are two proposals. 

Option 1  

1. Replace repair the pavers as required clear grouting and repoint. 
2. Jet wash the complete area.  
3. Install 4 bollards, supplied by council, of which one is removable to 

allow for access if required. Key held by Estates team. 
4. Plant a hedge with wooden stakes so it cannot be access from the 

green (this not included in quote as will be completed by Estates 
team. 

5. Plant a 600ml raised border and filled with top soil to 50ml from the 
top. Plants supplied by Council 
 
Cost Ex VAT £5,900, Inc VAT £7,080. (we can claim back VAT) 

Option 2  �± Excluding the 600ml raised border 

1. Replace repair the pavers as required clear grouting and repoint. 
2. Jet wash the complete area.  
3. Install 4 bollards, supplied by council, of which one is removable to 

allow for access if required. Key held by Estates team.

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4. Plant a hedge with wooden stakes so it cannot be access from the 
green (this not included in quote as will be completed by Estates 
team. 

Cost Ex VAT. £4,575. Inc VAT £5,490 (we can claim back VAT) 

We have gone directly to Thomas at Wren as he is familiar with the area 
the pavers and the overall requirements and standards. As we know his 
work is always high quality. 

My recommendation is option 2 as now we are going to put a hedge in the 
raised border would just be a nice to have.
