MINUTES  

 

1 WELCOME 
 
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting after the Summer Break. 
Apologies for absence from Cllr Nicholson, Cllr Moody and Cllr Hand 
Interests for Cllr Underdown for the Dinghy Park 
 

2 MINUTES OF MEETING 
 

Resolved to approve the minutes of the Assets Committee meeting held on 7th July 2025. Cllr Jone 
proposed and Cllr Underdown seconded and all in favour. 

 

3 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
No members of the public were present 

 

4 STANDING ITEMS 

4.1 ASSETS/BUILDINGS 
The Chair advised that the work on Mount Pleasant roof and ceiling was complete and the standard of work 
was very good and that internal decorations were well underway by Solent Sports. 

The chair said she would be updating the Assets Programme once she had spoken with the team. 
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4.2 HEALTH AND SAFETY 
 

No matters to report.  

The Chair mentioned that she understood that this year there had been less anti social behaviour on the 
Foreshore. 

4.3 INSURANCE 
 

The committee confirmed that they had seen the insurance document for Yak Shack and were satisfied the 
relevant insurance was in place. 

4.4 LEASES 
  

The Deputy Clerk advised that the Pink Ferry lease renewal was currently with the tenant and were 
awaiting a response. 

 

5 ASSET TRANSFER 
 

The Deputy Clerk advised that she had been raising some questions regarding certain Assets that may 
require a buy back service for maintenance including Avery's field. 

The Parish had also received limited information from the Borough for the majority of assets being 
transferred and had requested more detailed information including a definitive map showing current Parish, 
Borough and County land. 

There was a short discussion about the value of Councillors visiting the assets to better understand the 
liabilities. 

6 FEES & CHARGES 
 

The Clerk circulated a document with proposed changes to Fees & Charges and the Assets Committee 
agreed with the recommendations made. 

The Clerk then shared a draft proposal from the Borough relating to proposed changes to parking charges 
at the Square Car Park after a lengthy discussion, it was proposed that Hamble would increase in line with 
Eastleigh for the Foreshore Car Park (however, the Foreshore does not have the 30 minutes free as the 
Parish offers an annual clock permit, however, all other times would be mirrored. 

Resolved to approve that the Foreshore Car Park increases hourly charges to mirror Eastleigh Borough 
Council's proposal. Cllr Thompson proposed and Cllr Underdown seconded and all in favour. Abstained Cllr 
Cross. 

There was then lengthy debate about a new charging tier system for the Donkey Derby Field given the level 
of requirement for staff time and management of this asset. It was agreed that the proposed tier system for 
Charity, Non Charity and Sole Hire of the Donkey Derby Field to be implemented for the next Financial 
Year.  

Resolved to approve the new charging for the Donkey Derby Field proposed Cllr Cross and Seconded Cllr 
Jones and all in favour.  

Resolved that the Dinghy Park charge for 2027 would also increase to £220 proposed Cllr Alexander and 
seconded Cllr Cross, all in favour, Cllr Underdown did not vote 
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7 CCTV 
 

The Deputy Clerk advised that she had submitted the quote to the Crime Commissioners office, however, 
they required a firm quote and she had one quote but was awaiting visits from two CCTV companies for 
CCTV at the Foreshore. She was also asking them to quote on the CCTV for Mount Pleasant which was 
also outstanding. 

 

8 PICKLE BALL 
 

As the quote for marking the court was not available it was agreed to defer the decision.  

Cllr Cross suggested a conversation with the Borough to provide funding for this through their sports 
programme and to also involve Youth Options as a possible activity over the winter.

1. This report sets out a summary of the information we have received so far from EBC with regard to 
each of the assets in the Hamble Parish which EBC owns and which are available for asset 
transfer.  On pages 6-10 you will Ʊnd a summary of the key points for each asset, and further on in 
the report, a more detailed description for each one. 

 

2. Towards the end of the report we have summarised 3 areas of land to the East of SpitƱre Way 
which have not yet been identiƱed by EBC as an asset they own in the parish to be transferred, so 
we have raised this question with EBC and await their response.   

 

3. EBC have provide us with the map showing those parcels of land in the parish which are owned by 
Hampshire County Council for information, and that is also set out towards the end of the report.   

 

4. Where public art exists on land already being transferred by EBC to HPC, it will be transferred 
automatically.  Where public art exists on land not owned or being transferred by EBC, HPC will 
need to apply for it speciƱcally and this relates to all items in the schedule below except for the 
Coronation Parade bird railings.  The schedule of public art in our parish is provided below.   

 

5. Finally, the report summarises the questions outstanding with EBC as well as a summary of the 
Actions required from HPC. 

 

 

 

 



General Points to Note 

1. The cost to re-register the land after it has been transferred from EBC to HPC lies with HPC. 

 

2. Currently, we have advised EBC that we would be happy to proceed with transfers of the more 
simple parcels of land which are mainly verges plus one accessway.  However, nothing has been 
signed so we can change our minds if necessary.  These parcels of land are: 
a. HP624945 - Accessway South of Norbury Gardens / Land to the East of Coach Road; 
b. HP674520 - Land at Sydney Avenue; 
c. HP674844 - Land to the East of Coach Road (incl. WestƱeld Close); and 

d. HP716888 - Land on the East side of Astral Gardens. 
 

3. With regard to the titles above, please be aware that although three of them (all except for the 
Accessway) are more simple parcels of land, they are typically grass verges on the edge of 
highways and/or pavements.  EBC owns the land but there is a Highways Agreement in place for 
grass cutting & verge maintenance which means that although EBC can transfer the land 
ownership (the sub-soil), the responsibility for maintenance of the top-soil must remain with EBC.  
EBC have advised that this does not prevent the parish council from undertaking additional cuts 
or maintenance when it sees Ʊt, but the land will transfer with the adopted highways restrictions. 

 

Other town & parish councils have very diƯering views as to whether they wish to have these 
assets transferred or not, with some saying that because they are just verges which are already 
being managed by EBC, it is best to leave them under EBC ownership, whereas others are saying 
that because they are already being managed by EBC, they are relatively low risk and should 
therefore be transferred. 

 

4. A “buyback” service has been requested from EBC for the more complex titles which means EBC 
will continue to manage and maintain these until further notice (any time until EBC no longer 
exists).  The titles for which we have requested the buyback service are: 
a. HP339053 - The Copse, Copse Lane; 

b. HP264747 - Land at Hamble Common & Hamble Green; 

c. HP477184 - Land on the East side of School Lane (incl. Avery’s Field); 

d. HP273645 - Land to the West of Hungerford (aka Mallards Moor). 
e. - HP674727 (Hamble High Street car park); 

f. - HP682232 (Barclays Bank / Mercury Hub); 

g. - HP808539 (Land at Coronation Parade); and 

h. - HP815864 (Land to the East of Barclays Bank). 
[Items listed in blue will be transferred as assets by EBC as part of tranche 2 at a later date.] 

 

5. We have asked EBC for their ongoing maintenance programme, likely costs, likely time/labour & 
expertise for the sites relating to buyback.  To date we have received their response in respect of 
Hamble Square car park (see below) but no other assets. 

 

6. EBC have conƱrmed that their income for grass cutting, hedges, paths & shrubs in our parish in 
2024/25 was £84,680.  See Appendix 1 below for calculation. 

 

7. EBC have not yet seen deƱnitive maps of each parcel of land, especially regarding boundaries.  If 
a transfer boundary encompasses the trees around the edge of the site, EBC will consider its 
position and reƲect budgetary needs.  EBC have asked for maps which they will pass on when 
received. 

 



8. Where there are 2 maps for any given asset in the main sections below, one is from the Land 
Registry OƯice Copy Entry (typically where the land is outlined in red) and the other is a plan that 
EBC has created speciƱcally to enable them to advertise open space that may be transferred to 
HPC (the legislation requires the plans to be clear, so where the title plan has not been clear, EBC 
have prepared the second set of maps). 

 

9. Note that where the land being transferred to HPC has eg: a bench or dog waste bin on it, EBC 

have said that they will consider paying a contribution towards repair/replacement if HPC 

identifies it.  This is something HPC may wish to start identifying. 

 

10. The EBC Countryside OƯicer's report we have received refers to asking the EBC Tree team for 
details about tree safety surveys for the assets being transferred, so we have asked EBC to 
provide the latest tree surveys, action plan and cost for each asset in Hamble where there are 
trees.  

 

  



Summary Points to Note for each Asset 

HP674844 / CAT 146 / Land to the East of Coach Road (incl. Westfield Close) 

EBC has informed us of resident at 13 Norbury Gardens applying for planning permission to request 

vehicle access across open space in front of their land & an outcome is awaited from BHH LAC Cllrs / 

EBC. 

 

At the time of drafting this report, we are still awaiting key documents on this title from EBC. 

 

HP716888* / CAT 147 / Land associated with Hamble Rail Trail (see also CAT 155 - same Title) 

*Note that the same title appears twice with EBC, each with a diƯerent CAT number and description. 
As we are already aware, Esso has a right to enter the land to lay, construct, use, maintain, alter, renew, 

inspect, remove and replace pipeline along with all necessary structures & equipment including 

vehicles.  Owners of the land must not excavate or remove soil above or below the pipeline, nor 

undertake any construction work within 6 feet of the pipeline without Esso’s prior consent.   
 

Furthermore, the property shall not be used for any other purpose than as Open Space maintainable at 

the public expense in accordance with the Open Spaces Act 1906. 

 

HP339053 / CAT 148 / The Copse, Copse Lane 

We are advised by EBC that The Copse (plus all other woodland at Hamble Common) is managed by 
EBC as high woodland and therefore there is no intervention other than tree safety works and 
management of invasive species (primarily the control of rhododendron).  There is a patch of Japanese 
knotweed that requires annual checking to ensure it hasn’t returned, and will need treating if it does. 

 

There is a parcel of land (shown edged and numbered in green on the title plan) which has been 

removed from this title and registered under the title number(s) shown.  EBC has retained certain rights 

over the removed land, which will transfer to HPC (eg: rights of access, rights of water & drainage, etc). 

 

EBC carries out no intervention on this land apart from: 

- Tree safety works; 

- Management of invasive species; 

- Control of Rhododendron; and 

- Verification that Japanese Knotweed has not returned. 

 

The pond is managed so as to have 30% cover shade at the banksides.  It is also controlled for invasive 

species, in particular Parrot’s Feather which is largely eradicated but is checked annually by boat.  

 

HP264747 / CAT 149 / Land at Hamble Common & Hamble Green 

EBC have conƱrmed that the cost to maintain Hamble Common in 2024/25 was £28,717 (more 
information set out in Appendix 4). 
 

There is a restriction dated 08.10.1984 which states that, “Except under an order of the registrar, no 

disposition by the proprietor of the land is to be registered unless made in accordance with the LGA 

1972 or some other Act.” 

 

EBC are responsible for notifying Natural England of the change of ownership of any land which is in the 
SSSI (a compulsory requirement).  
 

EBC advise that they receive 2 grants from Rural Payments Agency for the Hamble Common site and will 
be notifying them of an end to their grant when the asset is transferred.  HPC would need to reapply for 
the grant if they wanted it.   



There are various charges and covenants on the land, summarised below. 

 

Hamble Common has been designated as a Site of Special Scientific Interest, a Scheduled Monument 

and Registered Common, all of which have impacts on the cost and complexity of managing the 

common.  See further below. 

 

EBC Street Services empty the bins and cut the PRoW that runs adjacent to School Lane.  All other 

vegetation management is undertaken by EBC Countryside Services (see further below).  EBC 

Countryside Services advise that due to the complexity of managing the various habitats within the 

constraints of the designations as set out below, a handover to HPC Grounds staff would only be 

effective if the recipient(s) have prior skills and experience in the management detailed further below. 

 

The fencing around the gun encampment has become damaged and we have asked EBC to repair this 

prior to Hamble Common being transferred.  The gun encampment concrete is also showing significant 

signs of wear & damage.  To date we have not asked EBC for possible solutions to this so HPC may wish 

to consider what it requires from EBC before the asset is transferred.  See images below. 

 

We mentioned to EBC that the gun itself is starting to show signs of rust (see image below) and they 

have advised us that the gun is maintained by Hamble Conservation Volunteers.  Accordingly, it is them 

we need to liaise with to ensure any rust is being kept under control. 

 

The wall bordering the public car park has eroded and we have asked EBC if they can get this repaired 

prior to Hamble Common being transferred.  They have said that they are awaiting quotes to resolve it. 

EBC say they have been allocated some Bird Aware funds to erect a fence along this area to protect 

nesting birds which will inform their final solution and once EBC has received quotes, they will discuss 

how this is taken forward with us.  We will remind EBC to keep us appraised of this information. 

 

We are in discussions with EBC regarding Right of Way 505/1 and a summary can be found in the 

relevant section below. 

 

HP477184 / CAT 150 / Land on East side of School Lane (incl. Avery's Field) 

Note that EBC refers to this land as “The Meadow”. 

 

Similar to land at The Copse, there is a parcel of land (shown edged and numbered in green on the title 

plan) which has been removed from this title and registered under the title number(s) shown.   

Note:  It appears that the land outlined in green in the top map above (Title HP892526) is part of the title 

for Penmere House.  The northeast corner of the Property looks like it may be plotted correctly but there 

may be an anomaly at the Land Registry with an overlap in the EBC title and the Penmere House title.  

EBC will look into this further if the transfer of Avery's Field were to go ahead. 

 

We have received a report from EBC Countryside Services which states that the land is species-rich and 

is grazed and scrub controlled by way of an annual cut and collect of the bramble by a contractor, with 
the larger scrub being cut and removed by EBC staƯ.  The maximum percentage cover of scrub allowed 
is 5%.  The central area of scrub on the land is to be maintained as it is succeeding to woodland and will 
need dividing into blocks and rotational felling to maintain it as a useful scrub habitat.  EBC advise that 
the Ʊrst block will be cut in winter of 2025.  
 

The two grass verges at the junction of Green Lane and School Lane are on the edge of highways and/or 
pavements which means that EBC owns the land but there is a Highways Agreement in place for grass 
cutting & verge maintenance, as set out above.   
 



HP624945 / CAT 151 / Accessway South of Norbury Gardens / Land to the East of Coach Road 

The Accessway at Norbury Gardens is an accessway passage between 2 houses which provides access 

to 3 rear gardens (see photos below).  It is a concrete path with garden fences on both sides and has 

some debris left at the far end in the accessway.  The Parish Council may wish to reconsider whether to 

have this accessway transferred. 

 

At the time of drafting this report, we are still awaiting key documents on this title from EBC. 

 

HP674520 / CAT 152 / Land at Sydney Avenue 

All four pieces of land shown in the plan would be transferred to HPC.   

 

As with some other assets, the land at Sydney Avenue consists of grass verges on the edge of highways 
and/or pavements which means that EBC owns the land but there is a Highways Agreement in place for 
grass cutting & verge maintenance, as set out above.   
 

HP674727 / CAT 153 / Car park at Hamble High Street / Square 

EBC have provided us with the cost of the buy-back service for this car park, which can be found at 

Appendix 5 below. 

 

At the time of drafting this report, we are still awaiting key documents on this title from EBC.  There are 

likely to be service agreements and other details which are still awaited from EBC, including for the EV 

charging machines, maintenance of the payment machines and enforcement of the car park, 

 

HP682232 / CAT 154 / Barclays Bank plc (aka Mercury Hub) 

EBC have confirmed that there are no developer contributions for the Mercury Hub building (HP682232) 

and there are also no reserves held by BHH for this building.  The LAC did provide £2,000 annual funding 

to the volunteers who run the library but that funding ended this financial year. 

 

Andy Smith at EBC has confirmed that the letting of the two flats above Mercury Hub is managed by a 

managing agent, “Let’s Rent” in Woolston.  At the appropriate time, HPC may wish to consider taking 

legal advice from Wellers as to whether Hamble Parish Council can be a landlord to a private/residential 

market price tenant (as opposed to an affordable housing tenant) without invoking the provisions of the 

Housing Act 1985.   

 

We have asked EBC to confirm the costs and rental income associated with the residential flats above 

Mercury Hub (eg: Let’s Rent fee) and we await their response.  They are still to confirm if there is a loan 

or mortgage or any other charge on this property. 

 

The registered proprietor (EBC) claims that the land has the benefit of a right of way with or without 

vehicles over land leading from the property to the High Street together with certain rights to park 

thereon.  The claims are not recorded with the HMLR registration but are supported by 4 separate

At the time of drafting this report, we are still awaiting key documents on this 

title from EBC which may not may not be provided if EBC confirms that the documents are the same as 

for CAT 147.

The land has the benefit of certain legal easements including a right of way on foot or in light vehicles 

only over and along the passageways coloured brown on the plan in the relevant section of this report 

below.   

 

HP815864 / CAT 157 / Land to the East of Barclays Bank 

The price stated to have been paid on 6th December 2017 for this land was £1.00. 

 

No disposition of the registered estate by the proprietor is to be registered without a certificate signed 

by HPC that the provisions of paragraphs 2 and 14 of the Schedule to the Transfer dated 6th December 

2017 have been complied with (we have asked EBC for a copy of the Transfer). 

 

There are certain charges and covenants on the land as set out in the relevant section of this report 

below, including a requirement to erect and maintain chain link fencing 4’6” in height on the boundaries 
of the property together with an access gate 8’ in width within the fencing, on the eastern boundary, and 

a covenant not to use or permit the buildings to be erected on the Property to be used other than as 

private dwellings in single occupation as well as a covenant not to use nor allow the land to be used as 

an open space. 

 

HP273645 / CAT 158 / Land to the West of Hungerford (aka Mallards Moor) 

EBC have conƱrmed that this area of land has no statutory designations (eg: SSSI or Monument Land).   
 

The site is managed in 2 sections; one as a green space (managed by EBC street services), and the other 
(managed by Countryside services).  The area managed by Countryside services comprises a woodland 
and a stream.  There is minimal infrastructure.  There is a bridge, but this is part of the PRoW that runs 
along the southern edge of the site, and therefore responsibility of HCC Highways Authority. 
 

EBC management consists of undertaking tree safety surveys and resulting tree and resulting works 
along the PRoW and property boundaries, as well as maintaining the drainage ditch which runs adjacent 
to the PRoW to protect the surface from Ʋooding.  Also, control of invasive species, in particular, 
Japanese Knotweed, American Skunk Cabbage and Himalayan Balsam.  
 

In 2024/25 EBC spent 2.5 days of ranger time on site at a cost of £500 excluding Countryside oƯicer time 
(approx. 1 day) and staƯ checking time.  The ranger time was spent primarily controlling Japanese 
Knotweed and American Skunk Cabbage.  Tree safety surveys are managed by the EBC Tree team and 
would need to advise separately on the cost of surveys and any resulting works.  We have asked EBC for 
these cost estimates. 
 

There are also charges and covenants on the land, set out further in the report below, including a right to 
pass over and along the road leading from Hamble Lane to the point marked “X” on the plan. 

 

We have also subsequently found out that a freehold piece of land on the south-west side of the 
footpath is for sale through Forests.co.uk with a guide price of £110,000.  See map below.  HPC may 
wish to consider making an oƯer for this piece of land. 

 

HP739061 / N/A / Land on East side of School Lane (DDF & Heather Gardens) 

This land is not part of the Asset Transfer Programme so does not have a CAT number, but as there are 
covenants on the land held by EBC we asked for their conƱrmation as to the status of these covenants.  
EBC have conƱrmed that any covenants imposed on the title will remain in place unless the Parish 
Council actively seeks to have them removed.  Wellers should be able to advise on the process.  Unless 



there is something speciƱc that HPC wishes to do on the land that was prohibited by the covenants, 
there may not be any beneƱt in spending the time and money going through this process now.

Introduction 

The pieces of land to the East of Coach Road are shown in the maps above.  We have asked for a similar 

map to the second map above (showing the overlap of HCC adopted highway and EBC land) for the 

whole of Hamble and we await this from EBC. 

 

As summarised above,  these pieces of land are predominantly grass verges on the edge of highways 
and/or pavements which means that EBC owns the sub-soil of the land but there is a Highways 
Agreement in place for grass cutting & verge maintenance which means that although EBC can transfer 
the land ownership (the sub-soil), the responsibility for maintenance of the top-soil must remain with 
EBC.  EBC have advised that this does not prevent the parish council from undertaking additional cuts or 
maintenance but the land will transfer with the adopted highways restrictions. 

 

If HPC decided to take only those areas of title HP674844 which did not have adopted highways on 

them, we have asked EBC if it would be possible to create new titles of just those sections of land and 

we await their response. 

 

Charges & Covenants on the Land 

1. We are waiting for EBC to upload the Office Copy Entry for this title.

Planning Request at 13 Norbury Gardens 

EBC has informed us of resident at 13 Norbury Gardens applying for planning permission to request

Introduction 

As above,  these pieces of land are all grass verges on the edge of highways and/or pavements which 
means that EBC owns the land but there is a Highways Agreement in place for grass cutting & verge 
maintenance which means that although EBC can transfer the land ownership (the sub-soil), the 
responsibility for maintenance of the top-soil must remain with EBC.  EBC have advised that this does 
not prevent the parish council from undertaking additional cuts or maintenance but the land will transfer 
with the adopted highways restrictions. 
 

Charges & Covenants on the Land 

1. Footpaths are for rights of way on foot only. 

2. There are the usual rights of drainage, water, sewage, gas & electricity supply services along 

with rights of entry to inspect, maintain, repair & renew. 

3. Esso has a right to enter the land to lay, construct, use, maintain, alter, renew, inspect, remove 

and replace pipeline along with all necessary structures & equipment including vehicles. 

4. Owner of the land must not excavate or remove soil above or below the pipeline, nor undertake 

any construction work within 6 feet of the pipeline without Esso’s prior consent.  

5. A Transfer of land dated 14.05.2009 between Ideal Homes (Southern) Ltd and EBC states that 

EBC covenants with Ideal Homes (Southern) Ltd not to use the property for any other purpose 

than as Open Space maintainable at the public expense in accordance with the Open Spaces

HP339053 (CAT 148): The Copse, Copse Lane 

 

 
 

Introduction 

We are advised by EBC that The Copse (plus all other woodland at Hamble Common) is managed by 
EBC as high woodland and therefore there is no intervention other than tree safety works and 
management of invasive species (primarily the control of rhododendron).  There is a patch of Japanese 
knotweed that requires annual checking to ensure it hasn’t returned, and will need treating if it does. 

 

The land edged and numbered in green on the plan above has been removed from this title and 

registered under the title number(s) shown in green on the plan. 

 

For title HP386380, EBC has retained rights over the land as follows (which will transfer to HPC): 



1. The right to use and develop any of the retained land or property in such manner as EBC shall 

decide; 

2. Free passage of running water, soil, gas, electricity and other services from and to the retained 

land until 1st June 2069. 

3. The right to enter the property (after giving reasonable notice) for the purpose of inspecting, 

cleaning, maintaining, repairing & renewing any buildings, walls, fences & other boundary 

structures until 1st June 2069 (making good any damage). 

4. The right to enter the property (after giving reasonable notice) for the purpose of maintaining 

and keeping the projections which overhang or protrude beneath any buildings until 1st June 

2069. 

5. The land has the benefit of certain rights reserved when title HP739065 was transferred from 

EBC to HPC on 1st July 2011 (filed at HMLR under title HP739065). 

 

Charges & Covenants on the Land 

The land is subject to rights granted by a Deed dated 3rd June 1985 between JS Bloor Ltd and The 

Southern Electricity Board (SEB), allowing SEB to lay & maintain electricity cables.  JS Bloor must not do 

anything to cause damage to the electric cables. 

 

EBC carries out no intervention on this land apart from: 

- Tree safety works; 

- Management of invasive species; 

- Control of Rhododendron; and 

- Verification that Japanese Knotweed has not returned. 

 

The pond is managed so as to have 30% cover shade at the banksides.  It is also controlled for invasive 

species, in particular Parrot’s Feather which is largely eradicated but is checked annually by boat.  

 

  



HP264747 (CAT 149): Land at Hamble Common & Hamble Green 

Introduction 

[Plan awaited from EBC] 

 

Note:  There is a restriction dated 08.10.1984 which states that, “Except under an order of the registrar, 
no disposition by the proprietor of the land is to be registered unless made in accordance with the LGA 

1972 or some other Act.” 

 

Charges & Covenants on the Land 

1. An Indenture dated 13th February 1868 between HM The Queen and The Most Honourable  

Charles Alexander Gore and The Reverand Godfrey Bolles Lee (Wardens & Scholars Clerks of 

the Saint Mary College of Winchester) whereby the Wardens & Scholars Clerks agree not to (at 

any time hereafter) construct on the land or foreshore anything which may prejudice or obstruct 

navigation and that any works which may be constructed on the land shall be completed 

according to plans previously submitted and approved by the Board of Trade.  If this is not done, 

HM The Queen or her heirs & successors may enter upon the land & re-enjoy it as her former 

estate after giving 6 months’ notice. 

2. A Deed dated 13th December 1973 between the Wardens & Scholars Clerks of Saint Mary 

College of Winchester and Fairey Marine Ltd whereby the College grants to Fairey Marine the 

right to lay, construct and use a pipeline at a minimum depth of 3 feet from the surface of the 

land across the property between the points marked A and B, and C and D and a black/blue 

dotted line on the plan above, for the passage of soil and water.  Also the right for Fairey Marine 

to lay an underground telephone cable alongside the pipeline, and to enter on the land to a 

width of 10 feet from the northern and eastern verges of the highway to excavate, lay, inspect, 

maintain, repair and replace the said pipeline & telephone cable (but no other purpose) and to 

reinstate the land to the satisfaction of the College. 

3. A Deed dated 30th April 1974 between the Wardens & Scholars Clerks of Saint Mary College of 

Winchester, Landowners, HCC and The Leicester Temperance Building Society whereby the 

College grants the Landowners the right to pass with or without vehicles & animals over the land 

coloured green on Plan B above, as access to and egress from their properties. 

4. Conveyance dated 14th August 1984 between the Wardens & Scholars Clerks of Saint Mary 

College of Winchester and EBC (as Purchaser) giving rights to the College the right to enter onto 

parcel B on the Plan with or without workmen, plant & machinery for a period of 80 years [ie: to 

14th August 2064] to lay, construct, maintain, repair & renew drainage pipes to serve 

development of the land known as The Copse (as shown on the Plan), and the adjoining land 

along such route as approved by the Water Authority, the Dept of the Environment, the local 

Planning Authority and EBC as landowner, and to run water & soil through such drainage, 

making good all damage or disturbance. [Note that Parcel B is the larger portion of the land in 

this title]. 

5. Other rights have been grated by way of a Deed dated 19th February 1988 between EBC and 

Hamble Point Marina Ltd (title HP148565) and a Deed dated 31st March 1993 between EBC  and 

JS Bloor Ltd (title HP461925). 

 

Site of Special ScientiƱc Interest (SSSI) 

Hamble Common is an SSSI for lowland heath, the extent of which is shown on the map below.  Hamble 

Common has also been designated as a Scheduled Monument and Registered Common, and all three 

designations have impacts on the cost and complexity of managing the common.  Maps showing the 

areas of Scheduled Monument and Registered Common are also shown below – note that there is also a 

small section of registered common at the junction between Green Lane and School Lane and at the 



foreshore.  It is a requirement to notify Natural England of any change of ownership of land which is in 
the SSSI and EBC have conƱrmed that they will do this.

Scheduled Monument Site 

There are around 20,000 scheduled monument sites in the UK and they are selected as being a 

nationally important archaeological site needing protection/conservation.  The sites are managed by 

Historic England, whose permission is needed before certain works are done, including the construction 

of fencing. 

 

Hamble Common is a Scheduled Monument (number 1008695) made up of several Heritage Assets and 

by definition is a site of national importance.  It is protected by the 1979 Ancient Monuments and 

Archaeological Areas Act whereby it is an offence to damage the monument, to add material or take it 

away, or to flood it. 

 

HCC Scheduled Monument Management Plan for Hamble Common 

HCC (via EBC) have provided us with a Scheduled Monument Management Plan report for Hamble 

Common setting out the significance and integration of Heritage assets into the management of the 

common, as well as advice on the balance between ecological and archaeological priorities.  It also sets 

out proposed management objectives.  A copy of the report is available if required.  In summary: 

 

1. HCC was commissioned by HCC in September 2019 to write a report to provide a review of the 

heritage, a description of its significance and sensitivity, to integrate heritage objectives into the 

wider management plan, ensure the conservation of the assets is given priority and to ensure that 

the habitat management does not damage or compromise the heritage significance of the site.  

The site visit was conducted by David Hopkins at HCC and Ben Smith at EBC. 

2. The Common is an SSSI for lowland heath but where heather, grasses and shrubs should 

dominate, the land can become heavily invaded with areas of dense gorse & birch which needs 

managing.   

3. The adjacent saltmarsh (outside of the Scheduled Monument area) is a Special Area of 

Conservation (a designation of international importance). 

4. A substantial Iron Age earthwork cuts obliquely across the common and is believed to be the 

outer defence of a promontory fort. 

5. The coastal location has associated the site with the archaeology of coast military defence.  A 

defended wooden tower is recorded in the early 15th Century although its location is not known. 

6. There is a Henrican fort (St. Andrew’s Castle) which once stood on the seafront but has been 

demolished and in part lying buried under the common and foreshore in the inter-tidal zone 

(photos available in the report if required). 

7. A 19th century gun battery was established to the north west of St. Andrew’s Castle and is partially 
enclosed by an earthwork and is associated with the remains of built structures such as the gun 

platform, barracks & magazine. 

8. In the south east corner of the common is a Second World War gun emplacement. 

9. There are  medieval earthworks on the common. 

10. The archaeology of Hamble is of national importance, is protected by law and is susceptible to 

damage. 

 

Historic England Guide for Owners and Occupiers of Scheduled Monuments 

Historic England have also prepared a “Guide for Owners and Occupiers” of Scheduled Monuments and 
a copy has been provided by EBC and is available if required.  The guide explains what is required of 

owners and occupiers of a scheduled monument to protect such assets and ensure their benefit for 

current and future generations.   

 

If an owner or occupier wishes to carry out any works that will affect a scheduled monument, whether 

above or below ground level, they must apply to the Secretary of State for written permission (known as 



Scheduled Monument Consent (SMC)) before such works begin.  Other permissions may also be 

needed, eg: local planning authority, Natural England. 

 

Some works are covered by a pre-agreed “Class Consent” Order from the Secretary of State in which 

case an SMC is not required.  The activities most commonly covered are agriculture, gardening and 

works urgently needed in the interests of health & safety.  Such works are very narrowly and precisely 

defined and are subject to specified conditions, limitations and/or exclusions so it is recommended to 

seek professional or legal advice before undertaking any works which may benefit from a Class 

Consent. 

 

Operations Requiring Natural England Consent 

Those operations carried out on Hamble Common which require Natural England Consent can be found 

in Appendix 2 below. 

 

EBC Hamble Common Management 

EBC Street Services empty the bins and cut the PRoW that runs adjacent to School Lane.  All other 

vegetation management is undertaken by EBC Countryside Services. 

 

EBC Countryside Services advice is that due to the complexity of managing the various habitats within 

the constraints of the designations as set out below, a handover to HPC Grounds staff would only be 

effective if the recipient(s) have prior skills and experience in the management detailed below. 

 

1. Infrastructure Management 

EBC maintains fences, gates, stiles and benches, as well as some of the main footpaths and 

some boardwalks where these are not managed by HCC.  Bins are managed by EBC street 

services. 

 

Hamble Common has a number of Bio-diversity Action Plan habitats which EBC maintains to 
keep in favourable condition.   

 

2. Lowland Heathland 

The heathland is grazed by cattle so EBC maintains the grazing infrastructure (fences and 
troughs), along with monthly checking of the fences to ensure no breaches from fallen branches.  
The cattle control the Molinia grasses and browse the tree saplings to help maintain an open 
heathland and prevent the shading of dwarf shrubs (heather, cross-leaved heath and dwarf 
gorse).  The level of stocking density allowed does not provide for all scrub control and this is 
augmented by mechanical control of the gorse and scrub to keep the percentages of dominance 
of these to 15% cover of area dominated by gorse and 15% cover of the area dominated by scrub.  
This is on a parcel by parcel basis and not for the common as a whole.  The areas that are outside 
of the grazing compartments need to have these Ʊgures achieved by mechanical control alone.   
 

The common is unappealing graziers as the poor quality of the grasses means that the cattle Ʊnd 
it hard to gain weight.  The isolated geography also makes the frequent checking of the stock by 
the grazier time consuming and therefore expensive and the public access to the grazing 
compartments leads to cattle being chased by dogs and in turn the cattle jumping fences.  In 
2024 two cattle jumped a fence and had to be rounded up late one evening, and in 2025 a car 
crashed through the stock fence on a Sunday evening.  A few years ago a live trough was stolen.  
 

The EBC Countryside OƯicer is contactable by phone 24 hours a day, 7 days a week from May to 
October and either he or others in the EBC Countryside service are available to attend cattle 
emergencies at any time when incidents like the above occur.   



 

Due to the unappealing aspects of grazing on this land, EBC makes payments totalling £2100 per 
annum to the grazier for him to graze the three grazing compartments with 14 dexter cattle.  The 
farmer is responsible for frequent checking of the health of the cattle, whereas EBC are 
responsible for the fences, corrals and water troughs.  
 

3. Lichen Heath 

This is a specialised community outside of the grazing compartments and requires mechanical 
control of scrub and gorse to maintain an open habitat and prevent shading of the lichen.   

 

4. Management of fen 

EBC maintain periodic cutting and removal of areas of reed, to prevent litter build up and thereby 
succession. 

 

5. Management of Woodland 

The Copse, plus all other woodland at Hamble Common is managed by EBC as high woodland 
and therefore there is no intervention other than tree safety works and management of invasive 
species (primarily the control of rhododendron).  There is a patch of Japanese knotweed that 
requires annual checking to ensure it hasn’t returned, and will need treating if it does. 

 

6. Management of Pond 

The pond is managed so as to have approximately 30% cover of bankside shade from trees, and 
area of open water.  EBC have been controlling an invasive species (Parrot’s Feather) which has 
largely been eradicated but annual checks by boat through the phragmites are necessary to 
prevent its return.  Treatment requires consent from the Environment Agency and is done using 
herbicide by staƯ with correct water application certiƱcates.  
 

7. Coastal Erosion / Footpath 103/504/1  

The bluƯ alongside footpath 103/504/1 is eroding into the sea.  EBC advise that the “new” 
footpath installed 10 years ago is now  approximately 5 years away from being lost at current rates 
of erosion.  When this happens, a new path will need to be installed and the fence alongside the 
current path moved inland.  
 

Countryside Stewardship Schemes 

EBC is in two countryside stewardship schemes, one which covers the registered common and one that 
covers all the land outside of the common (see above the Registered Common map).  There are two 
Countryside Stewardship Agreement Documents (CSAD) for Hamble Common and non-common areas 
(one CSAD for each) which we believe relate to two grants payable by the Rural Payments Agency to EBC 
(we have asked EBC to conƱrm this).  EBC have advised that if & when Hamble Common is transferred 
to HPC, EBC would terminate its agreement with the Rural Payments Agency and HPC would need to 
apply for its own grant(s). 

 

Each CSAD is summarised below and all of the habitats are maintained according to the management 
prescriptions set out by Natural England in the agreement documents.  EBC have not provided all the 
documents that relate to these agreements, but they have provided the main ones that cover the 
requirements of the schemes and the payments.

As with CSAD1, the Agreement also sets out the detailed requirements which EBC must satisfy for each 

parcel of land within Hamble Common (in a similar format to that set out in Appendix 3) and copies are 

available if required. 

 

Costs 

EBC (Andy Smith) have confirmed that in 2024/25 it cost EBC £28,717 to maintain Hamble Common.  

See Appendix 4 below for a breakdown of costs. 

 

Gun Encampment 

The fencing around the gun encampment has become damaged (see image below) and we have asked 

EBC to repair this prior to Hamble Common being transferred.  They have said that a temporary repair 

has been made to the fencing in the meantime (see image below) and they advise that a more 

permanent one is being arranged by EBC’s engineering team which they hope will be resolved soon.  

 

  
 

We know that the gun encampment concrete is showing significant signs of wear & damage.  To date we 

have not asked EBC for possible solutions to this so HPC may wish to consider what it requires from 

EBC before the asset is transferred.  See images below. 

 



  
 

Gun 

We mentioned to EBC that the gun is starting to show signs of rust (see image below) and they have 

advised us that the gun is maintained by Hamble Conservation Volunteers.  Accordingly, it is them we 

need to liaise with to ensure any rust is being kept under control. 

 

 
 

Wall at Public Car Park 

The wall bordering the public car park has eroded and we have asked EBC if they can get this repaired 

prior to Hamble Common being transferred.  They have said that they are awaiting quotes to resolve it. 

EBC say they have been allocated some Bird Aware funds to erect a fence along this area to protect 

nesting birds which will inform their final solution and once EBC has received quotes, they will discuss 

how this is taken forward with us.  We will remind EBC to keep us appraised of this information. 

 



  
 

Right of Way 505/1 

We are in discussions with EBC regarding this footpath and in particular: 

1. Clearing debris from the ditch which has been left from when trees were managed and may 

block the drainage in the winter months; 

2. Moving the footpath away from the ditch; and 

3. Moving fencing to prevent cattle encroachment at the ditch. 

 

EBC’s initial response to our questions about RoW 505/1 stated that as far as they were aware, there 

were no plans to move a fence.  They were aware of complaints about cattle poaching the ground and as 

a result, they have adjusted grazing timings to have the cattle off the common by the end of September 

rather than the end of October, which they say has reduced poaching in wet conditions.  

 

EBC’s opinion is that to install a fence to keep the cattle off the footpath has several complications, 

including the requirement for permission from Historic England, the need for gates in any new fencing 

that is built (to allow public access along the 2 PRoWs in the area) – which also requires H.E. consent 

and works to be undertaken by an archaeologist who must then submit a report to H.E. (the driving of 

fence posts into the ground does not require consent, but the digging out of ground to install posts 

does).  Furthermore, if cattle are removed from this area of lowland heathland then the land would need 

to be managed mechanically instead, with cost and ecological implications.

Note that EBC refers to this land as “The Meadow”. 

 

We have received a report from EBC Countryside Services which states that the land is species-rich and 

is grazed and scrub controlled by way of an annual cut and collect of the bramble by a contractor, with 
the larger scrub being cut and removed by EBC staƯ.  The maximum percentage cover of scrub allowed 
is 5%.  The central area of scrub on the land is to be maintained as it is succeeding to woodland and will 
need dividing into blocks and rotational felling to maintain it as a useful scrub habitat.  EBC advise that 
the Ʊrst block will be cut in winter of 2025.  
 

The land has the benefit of rights reserved by but is subject to the rights granted by a Transfer of the land 

edged in green numbered HP739061 on the plan dated 1st July 2011 made between EBC and HPC. 

 

Charges & Covenants on the Land 

1. The land is subject to a right of overflow onto the adjoining land of the College of Air Training Ltd 

from the cesspit (position not shown on any plan), granted by a Conveyance of the Manor 

House together with cottage and outbuildings now known as West Cottage and Manor Cottage 

dated 7th December 1960 made between College of Air Training Ltd and Chilworth Estates 

Company Ltd. 

2. The land is subject to a right to use the pipes and drains into the cesspit and to rights of 

drainage and rights in respect of water, gas & electricity supply services. 

3. The parts of the land affected are subject to the following rights granted by a Deed dated 3rd 

June 1985 made between JS Bloor Ltd and The Southern Electricity Board (SEB), giving SEB the 

right to lay, inspect, maintain, repair, renew, replace and remove low voltage underground 



electric cables for the transmission and distribution of electricity and the necessary ducts & 

pipes, in positions to be selected by SEB after consultation with JS Bloor, as well as the right to 

enter onto the land if required provided that such cables shall not be laid under the sites of 

building erected or proposed to be erected by JS Bloor on the Estate (such land to be made 

good each time). 

4. Nothing may be done to risk damage to the electric cables, nor interfere with or prevent the free 

access to those cables. 

5. In a Deed dated 12th January 1990 between JS Bloor Ltd and SEB, JS Bloor granted to SEB the 

right to enter the land (with or without vehicles, plant & machinery & apparatus) along an area 7 

meters by 105 metres (shown hatched yellow on the top plan above) to lay, maintain, alter, 

renew, inspect, clean and repair a sewer, as well as the right at all times to the uninterrupted 

passage and running of water and soil through the said sewer.   

6. Nothing to be done on the yellow hatched area at any time which might cause damage or injury 

to the works and nothing to be placed on the blue land nor built thereon (including machinery, 

vehicles, trees, shrubs, rocks, wall, structure, pipes, sewers, drains, cables) and not to 

materially increase or decrease the depth of soil above the works. 

 

Note: It appears that the land outlined in green in the top map above (Title HP892526) is part of the title 

for Penmere House.  The northeast corner of the Property looks like it may be plotted correctly but there 

may be an anomaly at the Land Registry with an overlap in the EBC title and the Penmere House title.  

EBC will look into this further if the transfer of Avery's Field were to go ahead. 

 

Grass Verges 

There are two grass verges at the junction of Green Lane and School Lane shown edged in red on both 

maps above.  As above, these pieces of land are all grass verges on the edge of highways and/or 
pavements which means that EBC owns the land but there is a Highways Agreement in place for grass 
cutting & verge maintenance which means that although EBC can transfer the land ownership (the sub-
soil), the responsibility for maintenance of the top-soil must remain with EBC.  EBC have advised that 
this does not prevent the parish council from undertaking additional cuts or maintenance but the land 
will transfer with the adopted highways restrictions. 

  



HP624945 (CAT 151): Accessway South of Norbury Gardens / Land to the East of Coach Road

This is an accessway between 2 houses which provides access to 3 rear gardens.  It is a concrete path 

with garden fences on both sides and has some debris left at the far end.

We have asked EBC why the accessway at Norbury Gardens (HP624945) has been carved out into a 

separate title where other similar accessways in that area have not.   See green outlined areas in map 

below. 

 

It looks like there may be (or may have been) a building on some areas of the land so we have asked EBC 

to confirm what this is and/or to confirm that all land within this title HP674844 is public open space 

land.  See the south side of South Court which may just be pavement.  See pink outlined areas in map 

below.

Also 

nothing to be done on the land or in any building that shall be a nuisance, annoyance, or 

inconvenience to the Vendor,  owners, or occupiers of adjoining or neighbouring lands.  Also not 

to obstruct or interfere with any wireless aerials or other wireless apparatus forming part of the 

Southampton Aerodrome Estates.

There are likely to be service agreements and other details which are still awaited from EBC.  Not least, 

for the EV charging machines and enforcement of the car park.  



HP682232 (CAT 154): Barclays Bank plc (aka Mercury Hub) 

 

 
 

Introduction 

Andy Smith at EBC has confirmed that the letting of the two flats above Mercury Hub is managed by a 

managing agent, “Let’s Rent” in Woolston.  There are restrictions for some local authorities under the 

Housing Act as to whether market rent can be charged for the flats or whether it must be offered as 

affordable housing.  Consider taking legal advice as to whether Hamble Parish Council can be a 

landlord to a private/residential market price tenant (as opposed to an affordable housing tenant) 

without invoking the provisions of the Housing Act 1985?  Note the definition of "local authority" in 

s.4(e). 

 

EBC has also confirmed that there are no developer contributions for this site and there are also no 

reserves held by BHH for this building.  The LAC did provide £2,000 annual funding to the volunteers who 

run the library but that funding ended this financial year. 

 

We have also asked EBC to confirm the costs and rental income associated with the residential flats 

above Mercury Hub (eg: Let’s Rent fee) and we await their response. 

 

EBC are working with Direct Services to understand the TUPE implications of any assets being 

transferred.  There is a set process to be followed for TUPE if applicable and team will meet with any 

affected parish.  

 

EBC is still to confirm if there is a loan or mortgage or any other charge on this property. 

 

The price stated to have been paid for the land on 25th October 2016 was £151,500. 

 

The registered proprietor (EBC) claims that the land has the benefit of a right of way with or without 

vehicles over land leading from the property to the High Street together with certain rights to park 

thereon.  The claims are not recorded with the HMLR registration but are supported by 4 separate 

statutory declarations dated 28.02.92, 11.03.92, 03.10.16 and 07.10.16. 



Charges & Covenants on the Land 

1. The Purchaser (and its successors) at his own expense to erect good and substantial fences on 

the sides of the land marked “T” on the plan to the satisfaction of the Vendor and to maintain 

such fences to the same condition.

electricity and other supply services. 

2. Sections of the land as outlined below are subject to certain rights granted by a Conveyance of 

the electricity Substation Site lying to the south-west of the land in this title dated 15th January 

1960 made between (1) Air Service Training Ltd and (2) The Southern Electricity Board which 

gives rights for persons authorised to pass and repass for the purposes of transporting 

equipment to the said land over and along the land coloured blue and brown hatched black on 

the plan, together with the right to pass and repass at all times over and along the land coloured 

brown and brown hatched black on the plan, together with the right to lay and then relay, repair, 

replace, maintain and remove lines for the transmission and distribution of electricity and 

related apparatus under the land coloured green (not in this title and therefore not on the plan), 

and to enter such land to break up and excavate the surface, reinstating the surface and 

replanting the hedge where it crosses the said land.

HP273645 (CAT 158): Land to the West of Hungerford (aka Mallards Moor) 

 

 
 

Introduction 

The land available for transfer is outlined in red in the above map.  The section carved out on the eastern 
side at the foot of the 5 gardens is privately owned by the houses, primarily as extensions to the gardens 
or curtilages of those houses. 
 

EBC has conƱrmed that their mapping system indicates that EBC owns the track so the boundary is the 
bottom (southern) side. 

 

EBC Management of the Land 

We have received a report from EBC regarding this piece of land.  They conƱrm that this area of land has 
no statutory designations (eg: SSSI or Monument Land).  They have also told us that this site is managed 
in 2 sections; one as a green space and is managed by EBC street services, and the other managed by 
Countryside services.  See map below: 



 

 
 

The area managed by Countryside services comprises a woodland and a stream.  There is minimal 
infrastructure.  There is a bridge, but this is part of the PRoW that runs along the southern edge of the 
site, and therefore responsibility of HCC Highways Authority. 

 

EBC management consists of undertaking tree safety surveys and resulting tree and resulting works 
along the PRoW and property boundaries, as well as maintaining the drainage ditch which runs adjacent 
to the PRoW to protect the surface from Ʋooding.  Also, control of invasive species. 

 

The land has 3 invasive species, namely: 

• Japanese knotweed – a large patch present on the western fringe, adjacent to a  farmer’s Ʊeld.  It 
is currently in the 2nd year of treatment by EBC staƯ holding a PA1/PA6 qualiƱcation and will 
likely need treating again next year and then monitoring for at least a further 4 years to ensure it 
doesn’t re-grow. 

• American Skunk Cabbage – a water borne species from an unknown source.  This is being 
monitored by EBC.  There was none in 2024 following successive years of hunting and treating it, 
but as it is waterborne and the source unknown further up the catchment, continued monitoring 
and treatment is needed.  Treatment requires an annual AqHerb application to the Environment 
Agency to use herbicide in water, administered by staƯ holding a PA1AW qualiƱcation, or the 
plants need to be dug out. 

• Himalayan Balsam – this is present along the banks of the stream & is pulled by EBC staƯ when 
time constrains allow.  It is an annual plant which grows and shades out native vegetation, 
leading to the loss of perennial native vegetation which destabilises the banks.  The Himalayan 
Balsam needs to be pulled before setting seed as each plant produces thousands of seeds 
which are carried in the water course and spread across the banks in times of high water.  

 

In 2024/25 EBC spent 2.5 days of ranger time on site at a cost of £500 excluding Countryside oƯicer time 
(approx. 1 day) and staƯ checking time.  The ranger time was spent primarily controlling Japanese 
Knotweed and American Skunk Cabbage.  Tree safety surveys are managed by the EBC Tree team and

would need to advise separately on the cost of surveys and any resulting works.  [We have asked EBC for 
these cost estimates]. 
 

The land has the beneƱt of grants granted by a Deed dated 22nd January 1981 made between (1) Lloyds 
Bank Ltd and (2) Southern Water Authority, whereby Lloyds Bank Ltd has the right to pass at all times 
with or without vehicles over and along the road leading from Hamble Lane to the point marked “X” on 
the plan with the intent that such right of way shall be appurtenant to Lloyds Bank Ltd’s land shown 
edged red on the plan, subject nevertheless to the observance and performance of the covenants set 
out in the title deeds. 

 

Charges & Covenants on the Land 

1. The land is subject to rights relating to an oil pipe granted in a Deed dated 24th July 1962 made 
between (1) Edith Amelia Chamberlayne and (2) Esso Petroleum Co. Ltd which contains 
restrictive covenants.  [Filed under HP233908 – we have requested a copy from EBC]. 

2. The land is also subject to rights of way, water, light, drainage and other easements, rights and 
privileges and liabilities (granted in a Conveyance dated 17th May 1983 made between (1) Lloyds 
Bank plc and (2) Ronald Bauchop and Paul Andrew Bauchop. 

3. A Transfer of the land dated 16th November 1984 was made between (1) Ronald Bauchop and 
Paul Andrew Bauchop and (2) EBC. 

 

Land for Sale 

We have also subsequently found out that a freehold piece of land on the south-west side of the 
footpath is for sale through Forests.co.uk with a guide price of £110,000.  See map below.  HPC may 
wish to consider making an oƯer for this piece of land.

APPENIDX 6:  QUESTIONS FOR EBC 

1. Ask EBC to conƱrm the latest status of their tree surveys in the parish. 

2. Ask EBC for deƱnitive maps showing (in particular) boundaries.  Eg: If a transfer boundary 
encompasses the trees around the edge of the site, EBC will consider its position and reƲect 
budgetary needs.  EBC have asked for maps and will send on when received. 

3. Chase EBC for their ongoing maintenance programme, likely costs, likely time/labour & expertise 
for the sites relating to buyback as previously requested (except for Hamble Square car park 
which has been received). 

4. Ask EBC for tree survey reports in the parish (EBC say they have these). 

5. Ask EBC to conƱrm anomalies with title plans for neighbouring titles (ie: where two titles cover the 
same piece of land) – relevant to Title HP739061 and Title HP892526 (see HP477184 (CAT 150) 
Land on the East side of School Lane).  [Check with EBC if they think there are others]. 

6. Ask EBC for help with budgeting for all asset transfers. 

7. Ask EBC if they are able to let us have GIS maps with both EBC and HCC land in our parish 
showing, similar to that provided for Land to the East of Coach Road (incl. WestƱeld Close). 

8. Ask EBC for any other speciƱc costs for the speciƱc grounds maintenance and expertise where 
the assets are located in a SSSI.   

9. Remind EBC to please supply copies of EBC's business plan for each of the assets in our parish, 
as well as EBC's budget for each (especially Mercury Hub, car park)  and any special expenses 
that have been calculated for each? 

10. Ask EBC how HPC should re-apply for the grants from Natural England for the SSSI land which 
EBC receives and would be terminated by EBC with Natural England. 

11. Ask EBC to conƱrm EBC to confirm if there is a loan or mortgage or any other charge on the 

Mercury Hub building. 

12. Ask EBC to conƱrm the costs and rental income associated with the residential flats above 

Mercury Hub (eg: Let’s Rent fee).   
13. Ask EBC to confirm if there is a loan or mortgage or any other charge on the Mercury Hub building. 

14. Ask EBC why the accessway at Norbury Gardens (HP624945) has been carved out into a separate 

title from title HP674844 where other similar accessways have not.   

15. Await EBC conƱrmation as to what work EBC provide on behalf of HCC in Hamble.  EBC have said 
they are sourcing this information from their Public Open Spaces Manager and will share it 
shortly.  

16. If HPC decided to take only those areas of title HP674844 which did not have adopted highways 

on them, ask EBC if it would be possible to create new titles of just those sections of land.   

17. Ask EBC if they can let us have a similar map to the one provided for title HP674844 which shows 
the overlap of HCC adopted highway and EBC land for the whole of Hamble. 

18. Ask EBC about their Countryside OƯicer's report which refers to asking the Tree team for details 
about tree safety surveys.  Please could we request from EBC the latest tree surveys (with cost 
estimates), action plan for any resulting works and cost for each asset in Hamble where there are 
trees?   

19. Ask EBC for a copy of the Conveyance dated 8th April 1060 for the land at Hamble High Street 
(HP674727). 

20. Ask EBC for a copy of the Transfer dated 28.04.2017 relating to land at Coronation Parade 
(HP808539). 

21. Ask EBC for a copy of the Transfer dated 6th December 2017 relating to land to the East of 

Barclays Bank (HP815864. 

22. Ask EBC for a copy of the Transfer of the land dated 1st July 2011 made between EBC and HPC 

which contains restrictive covenants filed under HP521563 (relating to land to the east of 

Barclays Bank HP815864). 



23. Ask EBC for a copy of the Transfer of the land dated 6th December 2017 made between (1) HPC 

and (2) EBC which contains restrictive covenants and releases others (relating to land to the east 

of Barclays Bank HP815864). 

24. Ask EBC for a copy of the Deed dated 24th July 1962 made between (1) Edith Amelia 
Chamberlayne and (2) Esso Petroleum Co. Ltd which contains restrictive covenants relating to oil 
pipelines at land at Mallards Moor (HP273645. 

25. Ask EBC to conƱrm that the two Countryside Stewardship Agreement Documents (CSAD) for 
Hamble Common are in relation to two grants with Rural Payments Agency making grant 
payments. 

26. Remind EBC to provide their Business Plans for each asset, setting out their budget, maintenance 
plans, special expenses, etc. 

27. Remind EBC if they can get the wall next to the car park at Hamble Common repaired prior to 

Hamble Common being transferred.  We know EBC is awaiting quotes to resolve it and that they 

have been allocated some Bird Aware funds to erect a fence along this area to protect nesting 

birds which will inform their final solution and once EBC has received quotes, they will discuss 

how this is taken forward with us.  Remind EBC to keep us appraised of this information.  

28. Ask EBC about the 3 parcels of land to the East of SpitƱre Way seen during the Right of Way 
inspection walk on Wednesday 15th October which have not yet been identiƱed by EBC as an 
asset they own to be transferred,  

  



APPENDIX 7:  ACTIONS for HPC 

1. Advise Zurich Municipal of any assets we are taking on so that our insurance is updated 
accordingly. 

2. Update Assets List where relevant. 

3. Prepare budgets for those assets we are taking on, including Special Expenses, changes to 
Council Tax, etc. 

4. Consider taking legal advice from Wellers as to the appropriate searches to be undertaken.  
Information relating to Ʋood risk, TPOs, and utilities, this information is available via websites and 
can be sourced by Clerks themselves.  Hedge End TC have instructed their solicitors to only carry 
out essential searches. 

5. Identify any items of infrastructure on the land potentially being transferred which may require 
repair or replacement (eg: benches, bins, etc) and notify EBC who may be happy to pay a 
contribution towards these. 

6. Consider if we have any further questions relating to eg: grazing rights & protection of livestock 
(Ʋooding?), TPOs, native & foreign species, protection of wild birds, etc – especially for those 
assets which are in the SSSI / Conservation area. 

7. We know that the gun encampment concrete is showing significant signs of wear & damage.  To 

date we have not asked EBC for possible solutions to this – consider if we should. 

8. Where public art exists on land already being transferred by EBC to HPC, it will be transferred 
automatically.  Where public art exists on land not owned or being transferred by EBC, HPC will 
need to apply for it speciƱcally and this relates to all items in the schedule below except for the 
Coronation Parade bird railings.  Consider if there is any public art to apply for. 

9. Keep in contact with EBC regarding outstanding questions. 

10. Work with EBC to agree all Ʊnancial information relating to asset transfers, including lump sums 
to be transferred, Special Expenses, budgets, ongoing maintenance costs, etc.
